
Pet Agreement

This pet lease agreement shall constitute an Addendum to the leasing agreement between, Ryan O’Neill, Owner, and __________________________, Resident (s).

1.  Date of pet agreement___________________________.   Residents are hereby authorized to keep the following pets which are described below.  Authorization may be terminated sooner than the lease expires if the resident’s right to occupancy is lawfully terminated or if the pet rules listed below are violated by the residents or their guests.

2.  Additional pet security deposit in the amount $_________________________ shall be considered as a general deposit for any and all purposes.  Refund of this deposit shall be subject to all the terms and conditions set forth in the lease and pet agreement.

3.  Residents shall be liable for the entire amount of all damages caused by the aforementioned pet (s) and all cleaning, defleaing, or deodorizing required because of such pet(s).  The additional security deposit under this Pet Agreement is not a limit in the resident’s liability for property damages and or personal injuries.  This applies to carpets, doors, walls, windows, screens, appliances, and any other part of the house including landscaping.  If such items cannot be satisfactorily be cleaned or repaired, residents must pay for the complete replacement by owner.  Payment for damages shall be due immediately upon demand.  Residents shall be strictly liable for the entire amount of any injuries to the person or property of others caused by such a pet.  Resident shall indemnify owner for all costs of litigation and attorney fees resulting from the same.

4.  Upon move out of the residence, the carpet will be professionally cleaned and deodorized in order to protect future residents from possible health hazards, regardless of how long the pet(s) occupied the premises.  Such shampooing, defleaing, and deodorizing will be arranged for by owner and paid for by resident(s).

5.  A veterinarian statement must be provided prior to the move in that shows that the pet has been neutered/spayed and declawed.

PET RULES

1.  Resident(s) agrees that the pet will not disturb the rights, comfort, and convenience of the owner and neighbors.  This applies whether the pet is inside or outside of the house.

2.  When pet is outside, the pet shall be kept on a leash and under the resident’s supervision at all times.  Resident will not permit the pet to defecate anywhere on the property, including the driveway and grass areas.  If such should occur, the resident will be responsible for immediate removal of the waste.

4.  Resident shall comply will all local city ordinances regarding pet control, licensing, and vaccinations.

4.  Litter boxes must be kept clean and odor free at all times.  Proper disposal is required by placing the contents in a garbage bag and disposing of it promptly in the trashcans.

If this pet agreement is violated in any way, the owner has the right to ask resident to get rid of pet.  Resident must then get rid of pet, or face eviction.
